Ash Wednesday Service

Ash Wednesday Service is February 22, 2012 at 7:00 PM in the sanctuary.

Ash Wednesday is beginning the 40 day period of preparation and reflection preceding our
remembrance of Christ’s passion and Easter. Though Ash Wednesday is not specifically described in
the Bible, the tradition dates back more than 1,000 years to Pope Gregory I (540 — 604 A.D.) and has
been widely adopted since the Synod of Benevento (1091). Of course, the practice of sackcloth and
ashes marking repentance for sinfulness is found in the Bible several times: see Ezekiel 9:4, 1 Samuel
4:12, and 2 Samuel 1:2 as examples. There is a period of 46 days from Ash Wednesday until Easter,
consisting of 6 Sundays and 40 days.

One Note A Day

As part of Lenten observance this year reach out to 40 family or friends, one a day until Easter, to tell
them how special they are to you. “You’re my choice for today.” Every note can start out the same — a
quick introduction to the purpose of the email or note titled “Great Friends” followed by a couple of
paragraphs of specific reasons why you are thankful for their friendship. Instead of giving up
something for Lent try doing something extra, something special that would not only impact your
preparation, but also impact others.
